1.1 BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF WORKS

a) The works comprises the construction of a new ablution facility situated in the Redelinghuis cemetery in
Engelbrecht Road, Redelinghuis.

b) The facility will provide a male and female toilet including a disabled toilet.

c¢) Astoreroom and a porch area being a communal area to the different facilities.

d) The porch will house two water drinking dispensers and access will be controlled with a lockable gate.
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e) Special attention is drawn to the fact that the water and drainage pipes will not be exposed on the outside of
the building but will terminate in a secure, lockable space and then drained to the conservancy underground
tank.

f) 1.6 Parking facilities and walkways to be provided around the building.

g) The setting out, the construction and finishing of an ablution facility in accordance with the approved plans
attached hereto. Kindly note that the municipality will supply all the material required under this assignment,
unless specified otherwise in Annexure B. It is an explicit agreement that the service provider will always be
an independent contractor, and the appointment under this contract does not give rise to an employment
contract between the municipality, the contractor, his agents, subcontractors, service providers and his/her
employees.

h) The supply and installation of a plastic septic tank, 5 000l and its connection with the existing wet-works (To
be priced on Annexure B).

Please note that the Municipality prefers that senior company staff members, or Project Managers of the company
attend the compulsory clarification meeting as the specifications and the scope of works will be discussed in detail,
along with the execution phase, expectations and possible amendments. It remains the tenderer’s responsibility to
familiarize themselves with and fully understand the bid specifications, to be able to submit a responsive bid.

It must also be noted that the scope of works can be reduced, based on the available funding, and the municipality
is not obliged to accept any quotation, either in part or in full. The municipality does not guarantee any measures
given, and the contractor must verify all measurements and dimensions before submitting their bids.

The company must be experienced and competent, and be in existence for at least 3 years. Proof to this effect
must be submitted.

After the site was handed over, construction must commence within 14 calendar days. The extent of the site and
area of work will be pointed out to the contractor by the representative of the municipality. The municipality does
not take any responsibility for any losses suffered by the contractor in establishing the site for construction
purposes, due to any discrepancies in the cadastral data under the control of the municipality, and the contractor
will not use the site for any other purpose than that of carrying out the works under this contract.

Access to the site shall be restricted and carefully managed by the contractor and the municipality will be
indemnified against any losses suffered by the contractor, its staff or it agents, or by any third party, of whatsoever
nature due to the site being under the control and authority of the contractor. It must also be noted that the site is
a working cemetery, being used by members of the public on a daily basis. As a result, extra care must be taken to
guarantee the safety of users of the cemetery. There will be parking limitations on the site, and the representative
of the municipality will point this out to the contractor at site establishment, and during the construction process,
and any reasonable instruction by the municipality in this regard must be adhered to. All work must be done
according to the Occupational Health and Safety Act, (Act No. 85 of 1993) Gazetted in Vol. 440, No. 23108, 10
February 2002, Regulation Gazette, No. 7276 No. R. 155. The work must be completed within 60 calendar days
(save for any indulgences allowed, in the sole and exclusive discretion of the municipality).

A penalty of R1 500,00 per day will be applicable for the late completion of the work. Only delays which affect the
critical path of the construction in terms of an approved construction programme submitted by the contractor
(which must be submitted before commencement of the project) will be considered by the municipality, for
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purposes of the revision of the date for practical completion. On practical completion, the contractor must hand
over instruction manuals, in respect of the following (where applicable), in conjunction with (or apart) from any
documentation that might be requested to demonstrate conformance to SANS guidelines:

e Termite protection

e Glazing

e Aluminium windows and doors

e Plumbing installations and sanitary-ware

e Electrical installation

e Roof trusses and steel construction

e Roof cover

e Waterproofing

The municipality may require the submission of “shop drawings” which are drawings, diagrams, illustrations,
schedules, performance charts, brochures, operating manuals and other data which are prepared by the contractor
or any subcontractor, manufacturer, supplier or distributor and which illustrate some portion of the works. If
required, the contractor must ensure its timeous submission, so that the construction program is not
compromised.

These drawings (if and when required) will be for the expense of the contractor, and must be submitted to the
municipality for approval, before installation or construction can occur. Shops drawings will be prepared to show
all details of installations, including reticulation, fixing of components and assemblies. The municipality also
requires that an as-built drawing be submitted by the contractor, indicating the position of constructions breaks,
the extent of individual concrete pours and any other amendment agreed to on the plans/drawings for purposes of
record keeping.

A TOTAL BILL OF QUANTITIES MUST BE PROVIDED ON THE TOTAL PROJECT ON COMPLETION WITH THE CLOSE-
OUT REPORT.

1.2 EXECUTION OF THE WORK

The contractor shall execute the work in accordance with the scope of work and programme to the reasonable
satisfaction of the municipality.

Where the contractor fails to achieve and maintain reasonable progress in accordance with the programme
within three working days of a written instruction to do so, the municipality may amend the extent of the work
and employ others to perform a portion of the work in order that the programme is maintained.

1.3 INSTRUCTIONS

The municipality may at any time issue an instruction to the contractor regarding the execution of the work, and
the contractor shall forthwith comply with such instruction. All such instructions shall as far as possible be in
writing, but it does not preclude verbal instructions.

1.4 MATERIALS

The municipality shall timeously supply all materials required for the execution of the work, and the
contractor must provide the transport to fetch the materials at the municipal store and deliver same to the place
of work. (Velddrif Store).
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PLEASE SEE ATTACHED LIST OF MATERIALS (ANNEXURE A) WHICH THE MUNICIPALITY WILL PROVIDE TO
COMPLETE CONSTRUCTION OF THE ABLUTION FACILITY.

The contractor shall give the municipality not less than three working days’ notice of the dates on which they will
require materials to be delivered.

When the contractor has fetched the materials from municipal stores he/she shall become responsible for the
proper handling, storage and use thereof and shall take all reasonable steps to minimise wastage and prevent
the loss of the materials. The contractor shall be liable for the cost of replacing materials where wastage is in
excess of the limits deemed reasonable by the municipality, for losses attributable to his/her negligence, and for
his/her failure to comply with the scope of work or instructions issued by the municipality.

15 SERVICES PROVIDED BY MUNICIPALITY

The municipality shall ensure that all services such as water and a chemical toilet on site is provided to the
contractor.

The contractor shall give the municipality not less than three working days’ notice of the dates on which he will

require services to be provided and shall be responsible for any loss of or damage to such services through abuse
or the incorrect usage thereof.

1.6 TOOLS

The contractor shall supply all tools of whatsoever nature which are required by him for the execution of the
work.

1.7 PAYMENT
(i) Progress Payments will be done in accordance with the SCM and PPPFA policies of Council.
(ii) A bill of quantities must be provided to the Municipality with every invoice submitted for payment.

1.8 VARIATIONS

The municipality may at any time order minor variations in the quantity, extent, or nature of the Work and the
contractor shall comply therewith.

2. CONDUCT ON SITE

The contractor shall not allow unauthorized, untrained or unlicensed operators to operate equipment or vehicles in
the facility. No contractor vehicle, equipment or machine will be permitted onto the facility unless:

e Such vehicle is in a roadworthy condition, and in the case of equipment and machines, has been inspected
and approved by the Contractor’s Responsible Person.

e Contractor machines and equipment must display suitable identification, stating a re-inspection date.
Contractors may be required to remove machines or equipment without valid identification from the
facility premises.

e Contractor vehicles, equipment and machinery are subject to a visual road worthy check and/ or a safety
inspection by the Municipality.

The following will be applicable to the Operation of vehicles:
e All drivers must hold and be able to produce a valid driver’s license.
e A maximum speed limit inside the construction site is 10km/h, unless otherwise indicated.
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e Always give way for emergency vehicles (fire, ambulance or rescue vehicles).

e Warning, safety and road signs must always be obeyed.

e Pedestrians have the right of way in the work area.

e All passengers must be properly seated.

e Overloading of vehicles is not permitted.

e People and freight may not be transported together unless the freight has been secured and sufficient, safe
seats separate from the freight, have been provided.

e Transporting passengers on cranes, forklifts, mechanical shovels or other equipment is prohibited, unless
such vehicles are equipped with additional seating.

e Reckless driving or non-observance of these instructions may be cause for the withdrawal of the
authorisation of the driver to operate within the construction site.

e The occupants of vehicles, whilst on Municipal related business, including journeys to and from work sites,
must wear seat belts where fitted to any vehicle as a local legislative requirement.

e During the removal of material, or excavations if necessary, the Contractor shall take extra care not to
damage any underground equipment.

e |f any such equipment is damaged during excavations, the necessary precautions shall be taken
immediately to make the situation as safe as reasonably possible, and the relevant Municipal maintenance
manager or standby contact person must be contacted immediately for advice on further action to be
taken, and all repairs required will be for the account of the contractor.

3. SUPPLEMENTARY NOTES

Tenderers are advised to visit the site and to fully ascertain, in conjunction with the drawings the nature and extent
of the works to be done. The Contractor must check all dimensions and heights on site affecting the existing
buildings, against those indicated on the plans, as he/she will be held responsible for all new work being of the
correct sizes. Should any discrepancies be found he/she is to refer these to the municipality for correction, before
proceeding with the work. Special care must be taken not to interfere with any electric light, power or telephone
wires and due notice, in writing at least two days in advance, must be given to the municipality for any
disconnections that are necessary, and the contractor must ensure that the electricity supply is restored as soon as
possible after making new connections. In demolishing and removing existing work, utmost care must be taken to
avoid any structural or other damage to the remaining portion of the building. The Contractor must protect all
works not removed, such as walls, floors, doors, windows or other joinery or fittings, etc., as well as computers or
equipment from damage during the progress of the work and provide all necessary material for doing so (including
drop sheets, screens covers, etc). The Contractor will be held solely responsible for any damage to persons or
property, and is responsible for the safety of the portions of the existing buildings throughout the whole of the
Contract, and must make good at his own expense any damage that may occur. The materials to be used and the
work to be done are to be similar in all respect to that described for new work in so far as they occur. Building
rubble and materials from demolished sections of the building must be removed from the site.

It is the responsibility of the Tenderer to acquaint themselves by personal examination about the nature of the
ground. Descriptions of excavations shall be deemed to include all ground conditions classifiable as "earth", and it
must be noted that no geotechnical investigation was done in this regard.

The contractor assumes the responsibility to keep all excavations safe from intrusion by members of the public.
These excavations must also be safeguarded from collapsing and from subterranean water. Excess excavated
material must be removed and dumped at an appropriately licensed site, at the expense of the contractor.

5. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

5.1 All the work should be insured by the Contractor against all risks for the full contract period, at a duly
registered insurance company which has been in existence for at least the last 10 years, to the satisfaction of the
municipality, in its sole and exclusive discretion, after a confirmation letter has been received and until the works
completion date when the works will be transferred to Bergrivier Municipality.

5.2 A specified tender is required and no deposit is payable on acceptance of the tender. The bidder must
submit a construction program indicating a projected start and completion date for this project, within the
parameters prescribe herein, for approval by the Project Manager of the municipality.

5.3 All material that is replaced and/or removed, remain the property of the Municipality and must be moved
to the storage area. After completion of the work all surplus waste must be removed to the dumping site. The
working site must be left in a neat and tidy state.
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5.4 The price to be inserted in the pricing table are to be the full inclusive prices for the work, VAT included, for
those that is VAT registered. Such prices shall cover all costs and expenses that may be required in and for the
construction of the work described, and shall cover all preliminaries, profits, general risks, liabilities and obligations
set forth or implied in the documents on which the quotation is based.

5.5 No deviations from the approved building plans will be allowed, unless it is absolutely necessary and pre-approved
by the duly authorized representative of the municipality.

5.6 The Standard for uniformity in Construction Procurement published in terms of the Construction Industry
Development Board (CIDB) Act, 2000 (Act no. 38 of 2000), the Standardized Construction Procurement Documents
for Engineering and Construction Works as issued by the CIDB and any other relevant documentation pertaining
thereto must be studied, and all principles in this regard must be applied to all procurement documentation,
practices and procedures where applicable. It will be assumed that prices submitted by the contractor are based
on Acts, Ordinances, Regulations, By-laws, International Standards and National Standards that were published at
least 28 days before the closing date for tenders. (Refer to www.stanza.org.za or www.iso.org for information on
standards).

5.7 The contractor must fence off a suitable area around the working area to prevent damage or injury to
property or persons, to a height of at least 2,2m. The contractor must protect all property and buildings whilst
proceeding with the work.

5.9 The Contractor must bring sufficient tools and equipment to the site to finish the contract, including offices
and storerooms where necessary. The mentioned equipment remains the responsibility of the Contractor with
respect to loss, damage and theft. Allowance for hiring of machinery, scaffolding and tools to perform the work
will be made under the provisional sum as well. The successful bidder must submit a copy of the invoice (prepaid
by the successful bidder) from the hiring company which provided the service to the bidder, and such service will
be paid out under the provisional sum, and same must be at costs only, free from surcharges, administration fees
or levies charged by the successful bidder. Likewise, the payment of fees for services such as water and electricity
will be covered under the provisional sum, and no claims for delays shall be entertained on account of the non-
availability of machinery, tools, services, etc. In exceptional cases, where tools and equipment belonging to the
municipality are used to finish the contract, the said equipment and tools are used on own risk and the Contractor
indemnifies the municipality from any claims that may arise.

In addition, warning and no entry signs
must be put up, before any work on site can commence. Kindly note that the municipality will accept no
responsibility for any claims, losses or damages as a result of the work performed by, or associated with this
contract, and the contractor hereby indemnifies the municipality against any and every claim, of whatsoever
nature, by whosoever.

5.17 BACKFILLING
The nature of the soil is assumed to be loose, sandy material, but possibly interspersed with soft or hard rock, and

no subterranean water is expected. Pricing for backfilling must make provision for testing in accordance with SABS
1200D, and the Contractor shall engage the services of an approved and independent testing laboratory for the
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testing of materials and the quality testing of layer-works to ensure that his work conforms to the specifications.

“In our view the judgment supports the proposition that a Municipality determines the requirements for a valid tender
and a failure to comply with the prescribed conditions of tender will result in such tender being disqualified as it would
not be an 'acceptable tender' as defined in the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act 5 of 2000 unless the
prescribed conditions are immaterial, unreasonable or unconstitutional.

Therefore, provided that the relevant tender document makes provision for an_original tax clearance certificate
and/or_any other certificates/documents as a prescribed minimum prerequisite and/or peremptory requirement in
order for such tender to be considered an 'acceptable tender' and to pass the threshold requirement for consideration
and evaluation, and a tenderer fails to provide same, the Municipality would be within its rights to disqualify such
tender/tenderer.”

Therefore, BERGRIVIER Municipality will with immediate effect exclude all offers from bidders if the
required documentation is not handed in/or attached with the original bidding documents.
